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Heavy rainfall has been affecting southern and north-western Pakistan since July 2022 causing flash tloods
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in some places with wide
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spread flooding and landslides resulting in casualties and significant damage to
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infrastructure, loss of livelihoods, crops
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and livestock including compromising the availability of health
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care. Pakistan received 60% ot total normal monsoon raintall in just three weeks since the start of the
current monsoon season, particularly affecting Balochistan, Sindh, Khyber Pakhtunkhwa, some parts of
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Gilgit Baltistan and AJK.
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National authorities, partners, NGOs and community, philanthropic organizations are striving to
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comprehensively support the affected communities across all the provinces. The provision of immediate
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supplies includes food and cash support, health, strengthening WASH facilities for the displaced and
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aftected population.
